RECEPTIONIST

Objective: To promote a positive first impression of the ministry and to assist those on the phone and being greeted at the center.

Responsibilities:
1. Answer phone and route calls

2. Schedule appointments according to the guidelines and procedures of the PROMISS center

3. Greet clients, keep them apprised of any delay in appointments, offer refreshments if available

4. Perform Client Intake Using the Caregiver Assistant computer program  

5. Instruct client to read and complete “Request for Services” form

6. Perform clerical duties as assigned

7. Perform opening or closing duties, as necessary, when serving on the first or last shift of the day

8. Attend volunteer in-service meetings

Phase 1 Training Required: Two Weeks OJT (On the Job Training)

MATERIAL ASSISTANCE WORKER

Objective: To assist Healthy Steps Coordinator in providing material aid to clients and keep inventory of supplies and donated items.

Responsibilities: 

1. Provide material aid to clients according to guidelines and procedures

2. Keep supplies in the material aid rooms organized 

3. Keep inventory and notify personnel when supplies are low

4. Record & provide receipts for material donations

5. Attend volunteer training meetings 

Phase 1 Training Required: Two Weeks OJT

HELPLINE WORKER

Objective: To provide a point of contact for clients seeking the services of the pregnancy center during the hours that the office is closed, and to evaluate the caller’s need for services, directing him/her toward a center appointment, or making the appropriate referral.

Responsibilities:

1. Answer all calls during the scheduled time

2. Establish rapport and reduce anxiety by using appropriate listening skills

3. Provide accurate information on abortion and risks to abortion-minded callers 

4. Schedule an appointment for the caller to come in to the center by following the outlined procedures

5. Make appropriate referrals

6. Record all calls and report them to the office

7. Attend volunteer in-services or other pertinent educational meetings, as decided by the Director
Phase 2 Training Required:   4 Weeks OJT + 8 Hours of Lecture 

HEALTHY STEPS COORDINATOR
Objective: To promote healthy steps in clients facing an unplanned pregnancy by modeling the love and character of Christ and providing practical assistance in both word and action.

Essential Functions:

1. Provide support for each client in an atmosphere of compassion through listening and other helping skills

2. Provide accurate information on abortion, parenting, and adoption.

3. Follow all policies and procedures regarding client and office duties 

4. Offer material aid and referrals appropriate to a client's situation

5. Look for teachable moments with a client in order to share the love of Jesus and His plan of salvation

6. Appropriately follow-up clients according to the policies and guidelines of the center

7. Keep current on information relating to pregnancy, abortion, and adoption by reading articles, brochures, etc. 

8. Keep current on referral information located in the PROMISS reference manual

9. Maintain all client records as indicated in center policies and guidelines 

10. Attend volunteer staff meetings

Phase 3 Training Required: 6 Weeks OJT + 8 Hours Lecture

STATEMENT OF PRINCIPLE

1.   PROMISS is an outreach ministry of Jesus Christ through His Church. Therefore PROMISS embodied in its volunteers, is committed to sharing the love of Christ to those unprepared for pregnancy- both in word and in deed. Commensurate with this purpose, those who labor as board members, directors, and volunteers are expected to know Christ as their Savior and Lord.

2.   PROMISS provides clients with accurate and complete information about prenatal development and abortion.

3.   PROMISS is committed to integrity in dealing with clients, earning their trust, and providing promised information and service. PROMISS denounces any form of deception in its corporate advertising or individual conversations with its client. 

4.   PROMISS is committed to assisting women to carry to term by providing emotional support and practical assistance. Through the provision of God’s people and the community at large, women may face the future with hope, and plan constructively for themselves and their babies. 

5.   PROMISS serves clients regardless of age, race, income, disability, marital status, or other arbitrary circumstances.

6.   PROMISS does not recommend, provide, nor refer for abortion or abortifacients (pills or injections that induce abortion) but is committed to offering accurate information about abortion procedures and risks. 

7.   PROMISS offers assistance free of charge at all times.

8.   PROMISS is committed to creating awareness within the local community of the needs of pregnant women, and of the fact that abortion compounds human need rather than resolving it.

9.   PROMISS does not recommend, provide, or refer single women for contraceptives. (Married women seeking contraceptive information are encouraged to seek counsel, along with their husbands, from their pastor and physician.) 

10. PROMISS recognizes adoption as a preferred alternative to abortion, but is not biased toward adoption when compared to other life-saving alternatives. 

11. PROMISS is independent of adoption agencies, relating to them in the same manner as to other helpful referral sources. 

12.  PROMISS receives no payment of any kind from adoption agencies, does not enter into contractual relationships with them, and does not share combined office space. PROMISS neither initiates nor facilitates independent adoptions, but may provide clients with a list of referrals to independent adoption agencies.

      I hereby pledge that all information, both client and financial supporter information, will remain confidential.  I will not discuss any information with anyone except the Executive Director.
      I understand that if I break my pledge, I will no longer be permitted to volunteer for PROMISS.
      Understanding the vital role volunteers play in the work of the center, I commit myself to faithfully serve ______ hours per week on a regular basis.  

       I will notify my supervisor at least 4 hours in advance of my normal shift should I not be able to work at the center due to a schedule conflict. In the case of an emergency, (i.e. sudden illness or accident , death of a family member or friend, transportation problem) I will notify my supervisor as soon as possible.  

       I agree to attend volunteer staff meetings and in-service training sessions.
